Booking and fees 

The full conference fee for the four days, Monday 28 – Thursday 31 March, is £160 (£85 for Students). This includes all conference activity during those days as well as teas and coffees morning and afternoon, light lunches Monday to Thursday at the Chancellor’s Hall and buffet suppers on Monday and Tuesday (which will he held at neighbouring SOAS).  There is a daily rate of £45 (students £25). Some bursaries to cover all of part of the fees are available from JMI. Please email conference@jmi.org.uk to express the need for a subsidy. 

Delegates will also have free entrance to the evening musical presentations at the Brunei Gallery Lecture Theatre SOAS on Tuesday evening 29 March at 7.00pm and the concert at the Purcell Room Southbank Centre on Thursday 31 March at 7.15pm. These events are also open to the public.  
The pre-conference event (reception and Cities of Light show) at the Jewish Museum, London is at a cost of £15 per person. The Conference ‘Dinner’ on Wednesday 30 March costs £30 per person. These are open to family, colleagues and friends but must please be booked in advance preferably at the time of booking for the conference on the Conference Booking Form.
