Huddersfield Autumn Composers’ Symposium

As part of its research training programme the IMR is holding a series of Composition Masterclasses at the University of Huddersfield in association with CeReNeM, the Centre for Research in New Music and the Huddersfield Contemporary Music Festival on November 18th and 19th, 2010.

These masterclasses are open to a maximum of 9 participant student composers who will have the opportunity to discuss their work with three internationally renowned composers who are guests of the festival – Howard Skempton (UK), Rebecca Saunders (Berlin) and Jennifer Walshe (UK, Brunel University).  The sessions are open to the public and will be filmed for webcast.  

Following the format of last year’s Symposium, each student composer presents a short work (audio or video with scores made available if appropriate) and then engages in discussion which will include questions from the audience.

While the masterclasses will be open to auditors, there is a selection process to ensure that the students chosen are those who would derive most benefit from the experience. I am accordingly writing to invite you to nominate a doctoral student registered for a degree in composition whom you feel would particularly benefit from this opportunity. Please make your nomination, to music@sas.ac.uk by 11 October 2010, with a brief supporting statement giving an indication of why the student would benefit from this event at this stage in his or her studies.

Please also ask the student to forward a brief CV (1 side of A4), sample composition, and confirmation of their availability on both dates to music@sas.ac.uk by 11 October.
