NEW ASSOCIATE FELLOW FOR IMR

The IMR is delighted to welcome as an Associate Fellow Prof Malcolm Gillies.

Malcolm Gillies is a Professor of Music at City University London, following a period as the University's Vice-Chancellor.   Malcolm received his musical training as a pianist and violinist at the Royal College of Music, with later undergraduate studies at Cambridge (Clare College).  He took an MMus (Music Theory and Analysis) at King's College London followed by an external University of London PhD on the topic of notational analysis of Bartók's later works.
Malcolm lectured in Music at the University of Melbourne and was Dean of Music at the University of Queensland.  He then pursued the administrative track as a pro-vice-chancellor at Adelaide University and deputy vice-chancellor at The Australian National University, while retaining a strong presence in music research.  During 1998-2001 Malcolm was the President of the Australian Academy of the Humanities, and in 2004-6 President of the advocacy body, the Council for the Humanities, Arts and Social Sciences.  

Malcolm has authored or edited a dozen books, mostly about Bartók or Grainger, and over a hundred articles, book chapters or reviews on a much wider range of topics, including educational policy, research assessment and scholarly communications.  Since 1997 he has edited the Oxford University Press series, Studies in Musical Genesis, Structure and Interpretation.  In 2007, along with David Pear and Mark Carroll, he received a Deems Taylor Award from the American Society of Composers, Authors and Publishers for the volume Self-Portrait of Percy Grainger.  

His current research includes completion of an overdue biography of Bartók for OUP, and a short study of university governance.
