Publicity and Website
With the addition of the strap line ‘Understanding Music Scientifically’, the flier was now ready for distribution by members of the Steering Group at appropriate conferences. 

Action: KE/VJ to circulate finished flier to Steering Group members.

A postcard had been printed publicising the Music and Science Online website maintained on behalf of the Group at the Centre for Performance Science at the Royal College of Music. It was noted that Aaron Williamon had requested that members of the Steering Group continue to submit details of seminars for inclusion on the website.
Action: KE/VJ to circulate supplies of the postcard to Steering Group members.
A new site, www.SMCnetwork.org was being developed as a portal for the international Sound and Music Computing research community.
Action: MS to send details of the Music and Science Group for inclusion on the site.
Intercollegiate MA/MSc
As proposed at the last meeting, a consultation document prepared by the Institute of Classical Studies had been circulated which set out a list of points to be agreed between participating Colleges/Departments in establishing an intercollegiate degree. A digest of current and imminent MA/MSc courses in subjects relevant to Music and Science showing the credits awarded for each course had also been circulated. 
It was noted that Mark Sandler had been investigating an alternative route for the establishment of a degree programme via the External Programme. The degree could then be built up on an intercollegiate basis but beginning with the modules offered by QMUL. Geraint Wiggins had already been involved in preliminary consultations on behalf of Goldsmiths. It was agreed that, following further appropriate consultation, the establishment of an MA/MSc should proceed on this basis. If at any point the IMR could provide further assistance by acting as facilitator in this process, then it would do so.
Action: MS to take forward.
Events
The possibility of combining an event with one relating to Online Music Recognition and Search 2 was noted. The event might take the format of a series of 10-minute presentations followed by panel discussions and open discussions. An invitation might be put out for expressions of interest and for panel proposals rather than a call for papers.

Action: MS to discuss with GWi.
Both the London Centre for Arts and Cultural Enterprise Knowledge Exchange Seed Fund 2007/8 and the AHRC ICT methods network stream of funding should be explored as possible sources of funding for an event.

Action: DL-W and KE to explore further.

Research Training in Music
The possibility was raised of holding a digital resources study day for postgraduate students with support from the IMR.

Action: KE to explore further.
