Aaron Williamon welcomed new members of the Group, including the new Director of the IMR to his first meeting as Chair.

Matters arising from the Note of the last meeting
It was noted that the Study Day on Temperaments organised by Dan Tidhar on 17 October had been well attended.

National Doctoral Register
Paul Archbold reported that he had recently had a presentation from ULCC on the NDR which was designed to provide a series of tools to allow postgraduate students in any area of music to deposit and share information about their research. It would link to the British Library listing of doctoral theses. Evangelios Himonides explained that he was currently working on a project to make theses from the Institute of Education’s IMERC available as widely as possible at cost by print on demand. Tillman Weyde offered to forward details of a similar project in Germany. It was agreed that links should be built between the NDR, the BL and Evangelios Himonides’ project. At the next meeting a brainstorming session should be held on ways to best use the tools within the NDR, to discuss its functionality and ways to encourage students to use it. Further information about the NDR would be forwarded to members of the group in advance of the next meeting.
