It was agreed that the Music and Science JISCmail list email address should be added to the circulation list for messages sent to the Music and Brain Club.

Consideration should be given at a future meeting to converting the Music and Science list into a super list.

It was agreed that members of the committee should draw up a flier about the Group which could be taken to conferences being attended by any member of the committee. The flier could also be emailed to the convenors of particular conferences with a request that it be circulated to delegates.

Action: KE to ask AW to contact conference convenors where appropriate. All to let AW know whether the convenor should be approached when forwarding conference details for the website. DL-W to co-ordinate drafting of the flier.

Music and Science event in 2008

It was agreed that Lauren Stewart and Michael Young should assist Geraint Wiggins to plan an event on the lines discussed at the last meeting. As the IMR was potentially hosting two conferences in Spring 2008, it was suggested that the Music and Science event be held later in the year.

Action: GWi, LS and MY to discuss timing, venue and budget, and a brief description of the event for the website. All to put forward names of potential invitees with brief reasons against each name.

Research Training in Music

Katharine Ellis confirmed that sessions on creative practices research and scientific approaches to music were being included in the next programme of Research Training in Music to be run by the IMR in 2007-8. These might be complemented by roadshows or a Study Day run by the Music and Science group in Spring 2008.

Action: KE to explore possibilities for roadshows and/or a Study Day.

Intercollegiate MA

Mark Sandler had collated the proposals for MSc/MA pathways in Music and Science which had been submitted by members of the committee. As a basis for further discussion the pre-requisites for and learning outcomes of each module would need to be supplied so that modules could be put into a credit framework. Methods of delivery (particularly via distance learning) and questions of funding and administrative mechanisms needed to be addressed.

Action: KE to investigate the frameworks employed by the Institute of Classical Studies, the Institute of Philosophy and the Institute for the Study of the Americas for intercollegiate Masters’ degrees. KE to continue discussions with MS and GWi about content.
